Haiku Amateur Little film (HALF) Festival is a short film contest and festival
organized by INSIGHT, the creative group, an association of amateur short film
makers.

‘ ﬁ [ ‘Haiku’ is a very short form of Japanese poetry, here used to mean any short
a form of esthetic creativity. ‘Amateur’ here denotes a creation by a creator
' Haiku Amateur whose chief intention in the creation is not financial gain. The meaning of
. Little Film ‘amateur’ implying something that lacks professional quality does not apply
here. 'Little' here stands for shortness of duration of the film and is specified as
‘no longer than 5 minutes of total screening time including front and back
credits’. ‘Film’ stands for cinematic creation in the digital video format. ‘HALF is
an abbreviation of ‘Haiku Amateur Little Film’ and denotes also the stipulated
duration of the film which is 5 minutes or half the time of a traditional film reel

whichis 10 minutes.

Very short film

There is no official consensus on the duration of ‘short film’. Traditionally
American film industry defined it as ‘shorter than two reels’” which means
shorten than 20 minutes, as the traditional film reels is 10 minutes long. The
Academy of Motion Picture Arts and Sciences defines a short film as “an original
motion picture that has a running time of 40 minutes or less, including all
credits”. The Internet Movie Database draws the line at 45 minutes. Insight has
decided to encourage very short films and believes a ‘very short film’ should be
lessthan 5 minutes long. Hence the stipulation of 5 minutes limit for the entries.

the creative & group founding members of the earlier, now defunct, ‘Hraswachithra’ (meaning
‘Short Film’) Film Society of Palakkad, the pioneering short film and parallel
cinema movement in Kerala, which made several short films in the 8mm and
video formats in the 1980s, when such attempts were rare in this part of the
world. In 1979, the leading members had gone to get training in short film
making from SOSFIMAK (Society of Short Film Makers) of Bangalore. Whole
villages were mobilized for participating in the films made by Hraswachithra.
Though very little opportunity was then available to show their films to a wider
audience, the films were widely shown among the people of the area where
they were shot and everyone got a chance to see the working of a film right up to
its screening and many got achance to appearin the films.

| 3 ' funding by Apple Inc. co-founder Steve Jobs. This made Steve Jobs its majority
\ - - shareholder and, when the Walt Disney Company bought Pixar in 2006 at a
' valuation of $7.4 billion, Jobs became Disney's largest shareholder.

During the early days Pixar struggled hard to make very short films.
Computer animation was in its infancy. The famous photographer and writer,
Steve Bloom, says “The story of Pixar's early short films illuminates not only the
evolution of the company but also the early days of computer animation, when a
small group of artists and scientists shared a single computer in a hallway, and
struggled to create emotionally compelling short films”.

What made Steve Jobs and Disney Company spent so much on this ‘small
group of artists and scientists’? John Alan Lasseter, an American animator, film
director, screenwriter and producer, who is also the chief creative officer at
Pixar says “Pixar's short films convinced Disney that if the company could
produce memorable characters within five minutes, then the confidence was
there in creating a feature film with those abilities in story and character
development”. It was these same five minute short films that compelled Steve
Jobs to provide funding to make Pixar a corporation. John Lasseter would often
say “Short films really helped me develop as a story teller, animator, and as a
director”.

Joseph Kosinski , the well-known American television commercial and
feature film director, advices the new aspiring directors to start with short films.
“Go out and make something that reflects your interests, your taste, and your
ideas. No one will pay you to make something until you have a few things you can
show that you've directed. | got my start by making short films on my own” he
says. Many Hollywood directors of repute started with short films.

Insight calls upon all who dream of directing long films, or feature films, to
start with very short films. The experience with the very short films will help you
a lot in your struggle to become a director of longer films. Insight is there to
supportyou.

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HALF Festival —a iong platform for short films

Since 2011 INSIGHT is organizing
“Haiku Amateur Little Film” (HALF)
Festival in August, more precisely
on the second Saturday and the
following Sunday of August, every
year. This year the festival was
celebrated on 9" and 10" of August
2014. HALF Festival stands apart
from other such short film festivals
inits characterand conducting.

Primarily, the vision of INSIGHT is to
provide a platform for the short film
makers to exhibit their creations to
the public at large. Short film
makers who usually depend on
media such as You Tube do not geta
chance to screen their films to a
large audience. They are satisfied by
showing their creation to a few of
their friends using a CPU or TV or by
sending their works to some
festivals where these are screened
along with other films of varying
durations from 1 minute to 30
minutes or even more. To avoid
such a state of affairs INSIGHT
decided not to include films which
go above the prescribed duration of
five minutes including the front and
back credits. During the past years
INSIGHT managed to attract a large
audience from all walks of life.

Participation and screening of
foreign films help Indian film
makers to understand and study the
trend and technology prevailing in
those countries. The Indian films
are in no way inferior to the foreign
films. On the contrary, they are far
more superior in their story line to
their counterparts of the foreign
countries. What we lack is the
knowledge of grammar of film-
language and to a certain extent the
technological possibilities.

Out of the two hundred and odd
films received, a preliminary
selection committee short listed
films which qualify themselves for
screening. A jury consisting of three
members from the cinema field (A
director, cinematographer and a
film critic — all well established in
their concerned fields) was given
the responsibility of adjudging the
prize winners. The best film
adjudged by the jury was nomi-
nated for the “Golden Screen
Award” which carries a cash prize of
INR 50,000/~ (which is the highest
cash award that can be won in such
short film contests in India), a
memento and a Certificate.

INSIGHT not only motivates the

short film makers by distributing
awards but conducts the festival to
become a sort of workshop for the
film makers. Here a film is screened
followed by a discussion in which
the film maker and the audience
exchange views. The producer and
director of the film are equally
vulnerable to both bouquets and
brickbats. Such discussions are
helping them to recognize their
strong and weak points which will
help them to improve their skills.

From 36 short films (all from Kerala)
contested in 2011 the festival has
grown to 256 (National and
International) short films in 2014.
The popularity and growth of the
festival demand a perfect transpar-
ency and increased responsibility
from INSIGHT. The organizers of the
festival do understand the chal-
lenge ahead and are all set to face it.
We are ready to face yet another
more impressive

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EDITING TIPS

For any film, whether it is long or short, the basic
editing requirement is empathy with the characters
and with the audience, understanding the feelings of
those who virtually exist on the screen and those who
really existin front of the screen. Afterthisis ensured,
the editor has to follow the following tips:

e For short films, close ups and medium shots are more effective than wide angle shots. One or two wide
angle shots may be necessary to specify the place where the story happened, or to contextualize it. But,
afterthat, close ups and medium shots will be more meaningful for the audience.

In short films, there will be few characters. Usually there will be just one character that is always dominant
inthe plot. Sothe body language of the dominant character and the unique rhythm and tempo of his voice
may be used as guidance for the rhythm of your editing.

e Best camera angle for each moment may be based on a well-planned balance between the intent of the
speaker and expectations of the audience. The angle should help the speaker to express his story better
and the audience to understand it more clearly.

e Cut between a gesture or action, using the completion of a gesture or action to mask the change over from
oneshottoanother. The viewer will be following the action and will miss the crossing over.

Cut while someone is speaking, possibly at a hard consonant, so that the edit may seem less obvious. If the
word chosen for the cutisimportantin the story, the edit will emphasize the word.

e Cutout errors of technical nature and errors and pauses in the narrative taking care to make corresponding
changes in actions, while cutting out unnecessary pronouncements. Likewise, corresponding changes may
be made in words, while cutting out unnecessary actions.

Speed and variety are the key words to keep the story moving. If a piece of speech or action has been taken
from more than one angle, mix the shots from different angles to make the scene more dynamic and
attention-grabbing.

¢ When shooting speaking, or a conversation, intersperse shots of the speaker with shots of the listener, to
make the shot more interesting and to show the viewer how the listeneris reacting to the words.

There are many other points to remember like trying to
cut very tight, adding music later rather than using
music as a guide to editing, using close-ups of the eyes
for dialogue with intense feelings, making changes
from the script if absolutely necessary after consulting ‘.‘
the director, using digital aids like blowing up, if there is

enough resolution and allowing the editor to intervene

in your work as the director is the person most Ha
responsible for the film which is his creation, after all.

Editingisindeed a tight-rope walk for most editors. C.K. Ramakrishnan
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— some stray thoughts

There are many points that we
have to keep in mind when adding
sound to a short film. | used the
word ‘add’ because | believe that all
the sounds recorded during the
shooting may have to be removed
before the post-processing,
especially in the case of dialogue. It
will be very difficult to ‘clean’ it
without completely removing it and
dubbingitin. There will be so much
unexpected disturbances during
the shooting that will not be erased
by filtering or such other
techniques. We must remember
that theaters will play at louder
volumes than are used during
editing. Any slight problems will be
magnified. To have an idea of how
the film will finally play, it would be
prudent to screen the film in a
theatrical mixroom.

The sound editing room should be
isolated or sound-proofed from
rooms around it. The floors, walls
and ceilings should have acoustical
treatment to improve the quality of
sound. The editing workstation
must be optimized for audio with
the audio interfaces designed for
professional quality transfer of
sound. As many effects added to
audio tracks cannot be undone at

later stages, any processing like
cutting, mixing, volume changes
and effects like compression, EQ
and reverb should be done in good
quality. To optimize sound editing
the sound edit and mix should be on
a system completely separate from
the picture editing system.

Get someone unfamiliar with your
project to listen to the dialogue that
has been recorded, to make sure
that the dialogue is clear and easily
understandable. If there is
difficulty in understanding, the
track should be ‘cleaned’ and
replaced. Overlap the audio from
shots before or after within a scene,
adding small fades between the
overlaps, to smooth out sound
within a scene that does not match
properly. If this is not sufficient,
additional ‘room tone’ may be
added to hide inconsistency.
Portions of the dialogue that cannot
be made intelligible and cannot be
smoothed out or hidden should be
replaced. Keep in mind that, when
the portion or all of a dialogue is
removed from the scene, all the
sounds that are recorded in
synchrony with it will have also to
be removed completely.

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Remember also that dialogue-edit
must be done only after the film has
been completely edited. The video
editing system is enough to do a
dialogue-edit of passable quality.
Mixing work will move faster, if the
audio has been grouped logically
based on the way it sounds, the way
it should sound or the way it was
recorded.

In a very short film, sound will not
be the primary factor that is going
to influence the viewer. The visual
part is always the most important
part of the very short film. But
sound, if matched properly with the
visuals, will enhance the
meaningfulness and striking power
of the story. With properly mixed
sound the film completely
captivates all the senses of the
viewer and makes the viewer
experience the story as if the
camera and the editing equipment
were not between him and the
virtual film reality before him.

should be made by the new
generation!!!1”,

How equipped are we as of now?
This has been an area of interest for
some of us and we were really
surprised to see the ideas and
stories being communicated by
such short films. We had thus
thought over and decided to create
a space for these talented youth.
We have created a portal
www.reelax.in which is purely for
entertainment. In this portal we
have made a special mention and
space for short films. The response
so far has been good though we
have not given any publicity to this.
We could hear from some of our
friends as to why another portal

crowded super market without any
sign boards and name boards.
Whereas www.reelax.in is like a
speciality shop where you can see
the short films being displayed
easily and you can search the short
films without much trouble.

Piravi, the film which he photographed
for Shaji N. Karun, became a landmark in Indian Cinema and for this he won the 1988 Kerala
State Film Award for Best Photography. He has done cinematography for several other films in
several languages, including Vasthuhara, Daya and Mangamma. In 2002, Sunny assisted
veteran cinematographer Mankada Ravi Varma, in his last work, Nizhalkuthu (2002) and
eventually shot many scenes in the film for which Sunny is credited alongside Mankada Ravi
Varma.

Sri. Venkiteswaran Chittur Subramanian is an Indian film critic and writer who won the
National Award for Best Film Critic in 2010. He is known for his insightful analysis of the social
and aesthetic aspects of cinema, conveyed in his lucid style. In the last two decades, his writings
and reviews on film and media, in English and Malayalam, have been published in various
journals. He has published a book on the filmmaker K R Mohanan "Samanthara Yathrakal - KR

We thank you all, at the outset, for all your whole-hearted support
that made HALF Festival 2014 a resounding success, beyond our
expectations. Entries received this year showed a considerable
increase, when compared to last year, in the number of films, their
technical quality and their thematic variety. The large number of
foreign entries contributed much to this growth. A total of 256 entries
were received, of which only 49 entries were from India. Of these 53
were found eligible for selection for screening and judging. These
were screened during the Festival and each film was discussed in open
forum immediately after screening it.

It is highly appreciated that almost all the entries from India, in
spite of limited technical and financial resources, showed a very high
degree of professionalism, matching up to the quality of foreign
entries.

It is not that we, in India, are short of
ideas; it is not that our equipment do not match up to international
standards; but what is lacking is a proficiency in the grammar of
cinematic language.

The HALF Festival is intended and designed primarily as a
workshop for students of the aesthetic and technical aspects of
cinematic language. Our thanks are due to all those discerning viewers
in the audience who played a vital role in making the Festival fruitful
by keenly watching and zealously evaluating each film. When they
found flaws and faults in a film they mercilessly criticized the work
and, at the same time, they were very generous in complimenting the
plus points of each film.

The success of any festival depends on such sagacious
appreciation that inspires and motivates people with genuine talents
and dedication. Our jury consisting of a director, cinematographer and
a film critic were impeccably perfect in their work. They have assured
us that, if any doubt still lurks in the mind of anyone, they are always
ready to answer any query or clear any doubt.

The mission of Insight is not simply conducting a film festival
every year and distributing awards but inspiring and encouraging
short film makers to reach as close to perfection as possible in the
aesthetic and technical aspects of film making.
