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Haiku Amateur Little Film (HALF) Festival is an annual international short film contest and
festival organized by INSIGHT, the Creative Group, an association of amateur short-film makers.

»

‘Haiku’ is a very short form of Japanese poetry, here used to mean any short form of aesthetic
creativity. ‘Amateur’ here denotes a creation by a creator whose chief intention in the creation is not
financial gain. ‘Little’ here stands for shortness of duration of the film. ‘Film’ stands for cinematic
creation in the digital video format. ‘HALF’ is an abbreviation of ‘Haiku Amateur Little Film’ and
denotes also the stipulated duration of the film which is 5 minutes or ‘half” the time of a traditional
film reel which is 10 minutes.

There is no official consensus on the duration of ‘short film’. Traditionally American film industry
defined it as ‘shorter than two reels’ which means shorter than 20minutes, as the traditional film reel
is 10 minutes long. The Academy of Motion Picture Arts and Sciences defines a short film as “an
original motion picture that has a running time of 40 minutes or less, including all credits”. The
Internet Movie Database draws the line at 45 minutes. Insight has decided to encourage very short
films and believes a ‘very short film’ should be no more than 5 minutes long. Hence, the limit of 5
minutes.

>

Insight is a group of creative artists, with base at Palakkad, in Kerala, India, who believe in the great
potential of the medium of communication and aesthetic creativity that the very short film offers. It
is actually a regrouping of the founding members of the earlier, now defunct, ‘Hraswachithra’
(meaning ‘Short Film) Film Society of Palakkad, the pioneering short film and parallel cinema
movement in Kerala, which made several short films in the 16mm & 8mm film formats and video
formats in the 1980s, when such attempts were rare in this part of the world. In 1979, the leading
members had gone to get training in short film making from SOSFIMAK (Society of Short Film
Makers) of Bangalore. Whole villages were mobilized for participating in the films made by
Hraswachithra. Though very little opportunity was then available to show their films to a wider
audience, the films were widely shown among the people of the area where they were shot and
everyone got a chance to see the working of a film right up to its screening and many got a chance to
appear in the films.

Greetings from Team Insight!

In the December, 1958 issue of 'Cahiers Du
Cinema', the father of the French New Wave
movement, film-maker Jean-Luc Godard,
whom most of us adore as one of the greatest
progressive film makers of all time, termed
'short film' as 'anti-cinema'. He said that short
film is an impure art form because it 'does not
have time for thinking'. According to him, the
cinematic form 'short film' was, at the most, 'a
target practice' for the film maker.

After six decades, we see short films being made

all over the world and being viewed by millions

over the internet, famous film festivals finding space

for screening them and festivals exclusively for short

films and very short films being organised in every continent

and country with hundreds of participants, attentive audience and

great media coverage. Hollywood executives concede more bargaining power to the number of viewers
of'your short film released over the internet than your degree from a renowned film school.

Short films with great story-telling potential, scintillating wit and humour, striking realism, daring
experimentation and unbridled imaginative freedom are reaching into the hearts, and not just the brains,
of people of all ages through mobile phones, computers, TVs, projectors, etc and giving new definitions
to the art, science, communication medium and infotainment that cinema has now become. The future of
the art-form called cinema is being reshaped by the short and very short films and the internet.

A Hartley and Davis study of 1978 about teaching college students showed that only 20% of what was
taught in the last 10 minutes of a lecture remained in the mind of an average student, while 70% of what he
heard in the first 10 minutes could be remembered by him (Acrkgoz, 2008: 6). This shows that people
cannot focus for long on a subject. I think that is why the very short film gets the best attention and stays
in the mind of the viewer for long. Let us all use this most effective medium of short film to get into the
hearts of as many people as possible and live there long after we have disappeared from the face of the
earth.

I thank all who supported and cooperated with Insight and its seventh International Haiku Amateur Little
Film (HALF) Festival 2017 and welcome all to the 8" HALF Festival on 11" and 12" August 2018.

I also thank all who cooperated with us to make the First K.R. Mohanan Memorial Documentary,
Festival aresounding success.

I was just going through website of Los
Angeles Short Film Festival (LA Shorts
International Film Festival), one of the most
prestigious short film festivals in the world
accredited by the Academy of Motion
Pictures Arts & Sciences, the British
Academy of Film and Television Arts and the
Academy of Canadian Cinema and
Television. 8000 viewers, including
Hollywood film industry professionals, attend

the festival. 3 films screened at the festival
were nominated for Oscarin 2017 and 4 in 2018.

54 film makers who participated in the festival
have so far got nominations and 15 have won the

Oscar awards.

Yes, short films are getting more and more recognized by

the mainstream film world, because short films are catching up
with mainstream cinema in internet popularity and will leave the main stream feature films far behind,
gasping for breath, in the near future, [ believe.

Short films, or the change in the lifestyle of people, speeding up the pace of living, have also changed the
shooting and editing methodology of mainstream cinema. A study of 15000 English language films
showed that an average shot was 12 seconds long in the 1930s, while it is only 2.5 seconds long today, as
ascertained by British film scholar Barry Salt.

The rising popularity of short animated GIF, invented by CompuServe in 1987, is a proof of how people
like very short movie clips. Camera companies have taken note of the rising popularity of the micro-
movies. Nikon 1 cameras offer Motion Snapshot which captures a one-second video clip. Vine, which is
an iPhone app lets you shoot six-second videos and post them to Twitter or Facebook. These type of
visuals are popular not only because of their requirement of lesser bandwidth but because the shorter
length acts as a challenge to creativity and produces impressive results when taken up by creative minds.
The single moment taken by a still shot is improved and elaborated through a one-second or six-second
looping, increasing the scope for creativity multi-fold.

Though I do not support the view of Scientific American that says that online micro-video is an artistic
form coming in between the still and the movie, with artistic merits of its own, I do agree that 'the shorter
the more popular' is a win-win idea.

Very short films are becoming more and more
popular as the pace of life of people,
especially the young, is getting speedier and
more hectic. Nobody has the time or the
inclination to spend long time focusedon a
single subject or artistic creation.
Mainstream film makers are finding it more
and more difficult to get attentive audiences
and are resorting to all sorts of gimmicks to
make people sit still up to the end of a film.

Only 50 out of 127 entries received this year

found place in the selection list of films to be

screened in our 7" Internaltional Haiku Amateur

Little Film (HALF) Festival on 12" and 13" of

August, 2018. Our jury consisting of Ms Vidhu

Vincent, a noted film director, Mr. Sunny Joseph, an

expert cinematographer and Mr. C. S. Vekiteshwaran,

a renowned film critic, chose 'To Let' by Jayachandra

Hashmi for Golden Screen Award. The runners up prizes

went to "2 Words' by Mohammad Reza Famili, 'Boat raising

sails' by Sharmin Mojtahe Zadeh, 'Duk' by Meyasam Zardoshtian, 'New God'by Rasheed Parakkal and

'Pobe’ by Rohit M G Krishnan. 'Kadal ' by Nowefel Abdulla and 'Pottu' by Aji Antony Alunkal received
Special Mention.

The third Insight Award for Life-time Achievement was awarded to the noted film-maker Shri. K.P.
Kumaran, who made award-winning short films, documentaries and feature films which were popular
and of high artistic value at the same time.

The first International Documentary Festival in memory of late K.R. Mohanan, Film Director, who was a
close friend and guide to our team during our teething troubles, was successfully conducted on 10"
February, 2018. 13 out of the 75 entries were screened and winners declared. The Festival will take place
every year on the second Saturday of February.

Cinema theatres are closing down, especially in rural areas, consequent on the spread of online cinema
viewing through TV, computer,mobile phone, etc. Therefore, Insight has started a programme called
'Darshanam’ for screening popular and artistic old Malayalam films in rural areas, with free admission.
Insight has also started a campaign to persuade the Government to start theatres for screening good old
and new films inurban areas. Theresponse from the Government is favourable.

Insight has produced a 33-minute documentary, 'Ardrashadananam' , a bio-pic of late Shadananan
Anikkath who was a great artist, social worker, folk art exponent, political activist and a close associate of
Insight. Insight also produced five new short films: Sameeksha, Vidhi, Thaadalmyam, Sisyphus and
Count Down.

We thank all who supported the activities of Insight, especially the participants in the two festivals, the
audience who attended, the jury who judged the entries, the management of the two venues, the media
people and all others who have supported us or worked for the same ideals we stand for.

We expect your continued support in the years to come.

VIDHU VINCENT

Ms. Vidhu Vincent is afilm director, writer, journalist and theatre activist. Born in Kollam, Vidhu started her career as
a television journalist and was attracted towards film making which led to her eventually joining the Centre for Development
of Imaging Technology. After taking MSW and MA (philosophy) before taking up journalism. She made a documentary,
Vrithiyude Jathi based on the lives of scavengers near Kollam. Vidhu adapted this award-winning documentary into a feature
film by making her directorial debut with Manhole. Vidhu became the first woman from Kerala to have a film screened in the
history of International Film Festival of Kerala. At the festival, the film won two awards — the FIPRESCI Award (Best Malayalam
Film) and the "Silver Crow Pheasant Award" (Best Debutant Director). The film received the John Abraham award (special
mention) instituted by the Kerala Chapter of the FFSI. In 2017, Vidhu got the Best Director Award at the 47" Kerala State Film
Awards and became the first woman to win a State Award in the category.

SUNNY JOSEPH

Shri. Sunny Joseph, born October 12,1957, is an Indian cinematographer and director from Kerala. After graduating
from the Film and Television Institute of India, Pune in 1983, Sunny Joseph, started working as a cinematographer in 1987.
Piravi, the film which he photographed for Shaji N Kaurn, became a landmark in Indian Cenema and for this he won the 1988
Kerala State Film Award for Best Photography. He has done cinematography for several other films in several languages,
including Vasthuhara. Daya and Mangamma in 2002. In 2002 Sunny assisted veteran cinematographer Mankada Ravi Varma
in his last work, Nizhalkoothu and eventually shot many scenes in the film for which Sunny is credited alongside Mankada Ravi
varma.

C.S. VENKITESWARAN

Sri. Venkiteswaran Chittur Subramanian is an Indian film critic and writer who won the National Award for Best Film Critic
in 2010. He is known for his insightful analysis of the social and aesthetic aspects of cinema, conveyed in his lucid style. In the
last two decades, his writings and reviews on film and media, in English and Malayalam, have been published in various
journals. He has published a book on the filmmaker K R Mohanan “Samanthara Yathrakal - K R Mohanante Cinema”
(Malayalam, 2004)and edited a book along with Lalit Mohan Joshi on the filmmaker Adoor Gopalakrishnan, “A Door to
Adoor” . He won the National Award for Best Arts/Cultural Film in 1995 along with M.R. Rajan for “Pakarnattam -
Ammannur”, The Actor, This film also won the Kerala State Award for the Best Documentary. His article on the ‘TEA-SHOPS IN
MALAYALAM CINEMA’ was included in the revamped Kerala SCERT Class X English text bookin 2011.

In their citations
the presiding jury member Late K. R. Mohanan had stated that if there were no such stalwarts as Shri. K. P.
Kumaran, Malayalam cinema products might have been just commercial commodities without any art value,
like in several other Indian languages.

Shri. C. S. Venkiteswaran announced the award in the closing session of the 7" International Haiku Amateur Film
Festival. The eminent film director Shri M. P. Sukumaran Nair handed over the award to Shri. K. P. Kumaran.
This was followed by investitureof 'Ponnada’ by Shri. C.K. Ramakrishnan, Vice President of
Insight,presentationof the cash award by Shri.ManikkothMadhavadev, Treasurer of Insight, and presentation of
Mangalapathram (Citation) byShri. K. R. Chethallur, President of Insight. Shri. G. P. Ramachandran, the famous
film critic and member of FFSI talked on Shri. K. P. Kumaran's films.
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In his rejoinder, Shri. K. P. Kumaran recollected his memories of Palakkad in his film life, especially how his
short film 'Rock’ is connected with the legends of this region and expressed his happiness in receiving this award
at the very same Palakkad. He further opined that without unrestricted freedom of expression, no film maker,
however great he may be, can achieve perfection. “Creative freedom is the prerequisite for the growth and
progress of cinema as well as any other form of artistic endeavour”, he said.

From the very first International Haiku Amateur Little Film
Festival of very short films, there was some confusion
about allowing documentaries to contest. Pure
documentaries were disqualified and docudrama-type
films combining documentation with story-telling were
allowed. As entries began to increase with each year, any
film which seemed a documentary had to be kept out to give
more room for fiction-based films as creativity was a prime
consideration for selection for our HALF Festival. But it
was with much pain that we rejected some really striking
documentation.

Meanwhile K. R. Mohanan, a renowned film director who
has made award winning feature films and documentary
films and was a close friend and guide to our team during
our teething troubles, died on the 25" of June 2017. He had
won many awards for his films and documentaries. His
documentary 'Visudhavanangal' had won State
Documentary Award and his documentary 'Kalamandalam
Krishnankutty Poduval' had won National Special Jury
Award. So the best thing we could do to perpetuate his
memory was to start a documentary festival in his memory.
Therefore, we decided to organize a separate documentary
film festival every year on the second Saturday of February,
from 2018 onwards in memory of K. R. Mohanan, the
master documentary maker. Documentaries of duration of
20 minutes or less were invited for a contest without cash
prizes (for the time being).

The first International Documentary Festival in memory of
late K.R. Mohanan was successfully conducted on 10th
February, 2018. We received 75 entries of which only 13
were short-listed for screening and contest. The Jury
consisted of noted documentary film maker Shri. Farooq
Abdul Rahiman and renowned film critic Shri. G. P.
Ramachandran. 'Solo Par Susvenascorre Sangre' by Sonja
Tiefenbacher (Austria) won the First Insight Documentary
Award. 'Ins Holz' by Corina Schwinger (Switzerland),
'Roadside Scientist' by Digamta Dey from West Bengal
(India) and '"Tourism Calamity' by Ani Monk from Kerala
(India) won Merit Certificates.
