Dear friend,
Greetings from the Inisght team!

Just as we are at a loss when we have to recreate or trans-create the total feeling after we have read and meditated
thoroughly upon the content of a great poem into a visual presentation of still or moving images,

just as we can never render into a narration or a piece of verse the total feeling that we get when we gaze at a
stunning drawing, painting, photograph, sculpture or an architectural creation like the Taj Mahal,

so is the problem faced by the film-maker when he has to reproduce truthfully the realities in life, be it the life of
an individual, the experiences of a community or the struggles of a nation reeling under a suppressive
administration or going through the throes of transformation.

This is not only because of the limitations of the rectangular frame that often cuts out a lot from what we are
actually able to see in real life,

or because of the inability of the codes and signs of the cinematic language to fully convey the mind of the film-
maker to the mind of every viewer of the film,

or because the script or narrative supporting the visuals do not match the force of the scenes that unfold before the
eyes of the viewer or vice versa,

or because every mind is tuned in its unique way, based on the sum total of its own experiences, remembrances,
observations, understandings, etc. to interpret whatever it encounters,

or because of the limitations of the light and other circumstances at the time of the actual process of creation or
that of the equipment that is a "necessary evil’ between the film-maker and film,

but because the creator himself struggles to limit himself to the role of a completely apathetic viewer, a totally
impartial commentator who is not even slightly involved in the life unfolding before him.

Invariably, the film-maker loses his impartiality in the selection of possibilities before him, just as Eienstein must
have experienced when selecting his own ‘preferred’ frames from the millions of possibilities and combinations
he saw on the Odessa steps.

And yet, this involvement or partiality is what makes each creation unique and enjoyable, each creation a
separate entity in life, instead of becoming a mere ‘framed mirror image’ of something that already exists or had
existed.

My heartfelt thanks to all who made our 8" HALF Festival a grand success. Iam looking forward to meeting you
atthe 9" HALF Festival on the 10" and 11" of August, 2019.

HALF FESTIVAL

Haiku Amateur Little Film (HALF) Festival is an annual international short film contest and festival organized by
INSIGHT, the Creative Group, an association of amateur short-film makers.

HALF

‘Haiku’ is a very short form of Japanese poetry, here used to mean any short form of aesthetic creativity. ‘Amateur’
here denotes a creation by a creator whose chief intention in the creation is not financial gain. ‘Little” here stands for
shortness of duration of the film. ‘Film’ stands for cinematic creation in the digital video format. ‘HALF’ is an
abbreviation of ‘Haiku Amateur Little Film’ and denotes also the stipulated duration of the film which is 5 minutes
or ‘half’ the time of a traditional film reel which is 10 minutes.

VERY SHORT FILM

There is no official consensus on the duration of ‘short film’. Traditionally American film industry defined it as
‘shorter than two reels’ which means shorter than 20minutes, as the traditional film reel is 10 minutes long. The
Academy of Motion Picture Arts and Sciences defines a short film as “an original motion picture that has a running
time of 40 minutes or less, including all credits”. The Internet Movie Database draws the line at 45 minutes. Insight
has decided to encourage very short films and believes that a ‘very short film” should be no more than 5 minutes
long. Hence, the limit of 5 minutes.

INSIGHT

Insight is a group of creative artists, with base at Palakkad, in Kerala, India, who believe in the great potential of the
medium of communication and aesthetic creativity that the very short film offers. It is actually a regrouping of the
founding members of the earlier, now defunct, ‘Hraswachithra’ (meaning ‘Short Film) Film Society of Palakkad, the
pioneering short film and parallel cinema movement in Kerala, which made several short films in the 16mm & 8mm
film formats and video formats in the 1980s, when such attempts were rare in this part of the world. In 1979, the
leading members had gone to get training in short film making from SOSFIMAK (Society of Short Film Makers) of
Bangalore. Whole villages were mobilized for participating in the films made by Hraswachithra. Though very little
opportunity was then available to show their films to a wider audience, the films were widely shown among the
people of the area where they were shot and everyone got a chance to see the working of a film right up to its
screening and many got a chance to appear in the films.

From the President

William Shakespeare in his play, Hamlet, in the second act, uses the proverb ‘Brevity is the soul of wit’. It
may have meant that a good piece of writing or speech must be concise or succinct. But the meaning of the
word ‘wit”has several meanings. It canreferto wisdom, intelligence, humour, etc.

Wit must have meant wisdom and intelligence during the Shakespearean era and, therefore, must have meant
that ‘knowledge and intelligence must be expressed in as few words as possible’. Dictionaries define wit as
the capacity for inventive thought and quick understanding or keen intelligence. It is also a natural aptitude
for using words and ideas in a quick and inventive way. For Insight, witis any creative or aesthetic expression
ofany person enjoying normal intelligence and having the creative urge.

Brevity is defined by dictionaries as ‘concise and exact use of words in writing or speech’. According to
Insight, brevity is not limited to the duration or briefness of the creation, but extends to the compactness and
pithiness of the theme and the economy of cinematic language involved.

A film that is truly short will not have a theme that covers the history of several generations or have a
complicated plot with all elements of a feature film. It will be focused on a very small, possibly singular, but
relevant incident or story and say it using the minimum time, sounds and visuals.

Coming back to the proverb, ‘Brevity is the soul of wit’, we cannot miss the most important word ‘soul’. Soul
is not merely the spirit, but the essence or embodiment of whatever is referred to, here ‘wit’. This requires that
our intellectual, aesthetic and creative expression should be the quintessence of the whole of what we want to
convey to the audience or viewer. It cannot be just a trailer of what we want to say, but the unexpurgated
whole.

[ am glad that our HALF Festival is attracting more and more creative people with their creations and with
their learned appreciation and opinions. [ thank all those who have helped in any way to make each of the last
eight editions of our Festival a grand success and look forward to a more glorious 9" festival in August, 2019.

Haiku (‘hokku' till 19" century) is a form of Japanese poetry noted for its
brevity which began as the opening lines of renga, a long oral poem, in the thirteenth
century Japan. It broke away from renga in the sixteenth century and was made
popular a century later by Matsuo Basho, who wrote classic Haiku poems like “An old
pond / a frog jumps in / the sound of water”.

For the last
two years, she has been working as partner of a film and television production firm, concentrating on
producing films and television serials. She has been associated with all main avenues of the media be it
digital, web, electronic, celluloid or print throughout the past 20 years. Her short film ‘Ore Udal” got
selected to the Indian Panorama section of IFF12015.

Dr. C.S. VENKITESWARAN, Film Critic

Dr. Venkiteswaran Chittur Subramanian is an Indian film critic and writer who won the National
Award for Best Film Critic in 2010. He is known for his insightful analysis of the social and aesthetic
aspects of cinema, conveyed in his lucid style.

In the evening, after the conclusion of screening selected entries, on the first day of the
8" International HALF Festival, 11" August, 2018, there was a special meet of the film-
makers (mostly directors) who had come for the festival. Insight office bearers
welcomed them and thanked them profusely for their support and participation.

It was suggested that the ‘Participation Certificate’ now being given should be renamed
‘Certificate of Official Selection’. This was discussed and, as there was no one to
oppose, the decision was adopted by Insight team for future festivals. There was also a
suggestion that the presence of delegates of the selected films in the festival should be
made compulsory. Insight team agreed to request and persuade as many potential
delegates as possible to be present at the festival. Some participants suggested that the
documentary festival should have entry fee and cash award. Insight team agreed to
consider the suggestion later.

Sri T. Krishnanunni, the veteran sound technician and recording artist, who gave
sound for several award winning films, has been awarded for sound
recording and is the recipient of the Fourth Insight Award for Life
Time Achievement, spoke on sound in cinema and his
experiences in the field. Participants had questions
and their own memories to share and the
session became a useful class on sound

engineering.



Insight office bearers presented their plan to start a new ‘Festival for
One Minute Films’, but there was little support from the participants.
Most of them opined that focusing on improving the the conduct of the
present two festivals should be given more importance and expressed
their fear that starting of a third festival would be a further burden on the
Insight Team and would badly affect the conducting of the other two
festivals. With some reluctance, the idea was shelved for the time
being.

The Jury Chairman of the Festival and renowned film critic, Sri. C.S.
Venkiteswaran, noted film maker Sri. Sukumaran Nair, Sri. K.G. Jayan,
Cinematographer, Sri. Sasikumar, the office bearers of Insight and
several film-makers who had come with their entries for the festival
spoke on the festival, on the activities of Insight and other relevant
topics.

The meeting was very informal in nature and ended with thanksgiving
by Insight Team and a dinner.

Born on 12" June, 1960, Sri. T. Krishnanunni is the most reputed sound engineer in Malayalam film industry, and one of the most
respected sound designers in India. After completing a course in Sound Recording and Sound Engineering from the PuneFilm
and Television Institute in 1976, he joined the Space Application Centre in Ahmedabad as a sound recordistin 1977.

Leaving Ahmedabad, he joined Chitranjali Studio under the Kerala State Film Development Corporation, Thiruvananthapuram,
in 1980 and worked there for 28 years, retiring in 2008 as the Chief Sound Engineer. He has worked with almost all eminent film-
makers of Kerala. He has received nine State Film Awards for Best Sound Recordist and three National Film Awards for Best
Audiography and several other awards.

He directed several short films and documentaries for Kerala Public Relations Department, Archaeology Department
and Kottakkal Arya Vaidya Sala. He received President's award for Best Director for a biographical documentary on
Vaidya Ratnam P.S. Warrier. He has authored a book titled 'Sound in Moving Pictures', published by Mathrubhumi
Publications, Kozhikode, in December, 2010.

After retiring from KSFDC, he is lving in Thrissur and continues to be very much active in the film and
documentaryfield.

NON-STOP HAIKU CINEMA IN FINLAND

— The retrospective of K.V. Vincent’s
films in Pori Film Festival

In 2017 Pori Film Festival in Finland was happy to receive a short minimalistic film called ‘Count-Down’ by Methil
Komalankutty. The sharp minded simplicity and comic twist of the film struck our team and was immediately chosen to be
screened at the festival. What made us even happier was that the director attended the festival as a guest.

At that time we were still unfamiliar with the concept of haiku film and unaware of where the selection of Mr. Komalankutty’s
film will lead us. At the festival in 2017 our team and the audience enjoyed not only the film and the presence of the Secretary
of Insight, but also learned what haiku films are and that there is a whole festival dedicated to these films in a city called
Palakkad in India.

At the 2017 festival Mr. Komalankutty mentioned that he has a friend called K.V. Vincent who had created nearly 200 haiku
nature films, and that he could send those to us so that we can consider whether we would like to screen some of them in our
festival someday in the future. When we received the films and started to watch them we soon realized that there is something
very special in the films. All of us said that they were addictive and that it was difficult to stop watching them; there was
something liberating and simple yet thoughtful and deep in the films.

We then decided to transmit this experience also to the audience of our next festival. This led us to dedicate a small six square
meter room with a 55 inch screen and 10 seats to these films and call it Haiku Cinema. We found it to be an excellent solution as
itreally gave the members of our audience the possibility to immerse themselves into the poetic world of haiku films. The films
were screened non-stop between 30-11-2018 to 2-12-2018 in this tiny cinema that was situated right next to the lounge area of
the festival and was easily reachable by the audience. The sound of the films could be heard in the lounge and thus it also
created a delightful soundtrack for the festival. Audience found their way to the haiku cinema and gave positive feedback.

Pori Film Festival is organized in the middle of the darkest time of the year which gave the audience the possibility to
experience a parallel reality with great contrast to the weather conditions outside. But it wasn’t only this meteorological
contrast and the image and the sound in the haiku films of Mr. Vincent that gave the experience such depth. The use of camera
to attract focus on small details of life and total annihilation of montage gave the films a kind of cinéma vérité dimension, while
the soundtrack created a space where the mind could travel.

The way the films dealt with nature was not conventional, at least in Finland, where nature is usually presented as something
beautiful and nice. The films of Mr. Vincent witnessed nature and reality in both its beauty and harshness, but didn’t rip the
romantic experience away from the spectator. By giving the experience a surreal twist and some comic flavour with sound, the
haiku films of Mr. Vincent opened new passages towards the ontology of cinema. These contrasts that create a spiritually
enlightening experience are something that we find to be properties of true art.
We are hoping to continue collaboration with both HALF festival Palakkad and Mr. Vincent.

From the Secretary

Summary of Report for 2018 Calendar Year

With complacency, I report that Insight the Creative Group was more active in 2018 than in the previous
years.

Our main activity, as usual, was organizing of the 8" International HALF Festival of Short Films in
August, 2018. Asusual, the 8" annual edition of International Haiku Amateur Little Film Festival of Short
Films was conducted on the second Saturday and Sunday of August 2018 — 11" and12" of August, 2018.
52 films, from India and all over the world, which had been shortlisted, were shown in the alphabetic order.
Open forum discussions were allowed after the screening of each film. Four short films made by Insight
during 2017-2018 and 18 Haiku films by K. V. Vincent were also screened.

In the concluding session on 12", Dr. Asha Achi Joseph, Film Director, and Sri. K.G. Jayan,
Cinematographer, both Jury members, reviewed the entries in detail and awards were declared by Sri. C.
S. Venkiteswaran who headed the Jury. Golden Screen Award of Rs. 50,000/- plus a specially designed
trophy and five runner-up awards of Rs.5000/- each were distributed among the winners during the
concluding session. Certificates to the prize-winners and Participation Certificates to all selected entries
were also given.

Memorandum to State Government requesting Government intervention to make film study a part of the
regular school curriculum and to provide schools with the basic equipment for shooting short films and
documentaries was presented during the concluding session of the Festival and the congregation passed
the memorandum unanimously.
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The First International Documentary Festival in February, 2018, in memory of late Film Director and

close associate of Insight, K.R. Mohanan, was conducted on the 10" of February 2018. The Jury consisted
of Sri Farooq Abdul Rahiman, the noted documentary film maker and Sri G.P. Ramachandran, the
renowned film critic. 13 documentaries, out of the 75 entries received, had been short listed and were
screened and discussed. The First Insight Documentary Award was declared and mementos and
certificates were handed over to the directors of the award winning documentary and three runners up
(Merit Certificates). Participation Certificates were given to all the selected entries.

The Fourth Insight Award for Life-time Achievement was awarded to Sri. T. Krishnanunni, veteran film
Sound Engineer and Recordist. During the concluding session of the 8" HALF Festival, Sri. M. P.
Sukumaran Nair, film director, spoke on Sri. T. Krishnanunni; Sri. C.K. Ramakrishnan, Vice-President of
Insight, invested the Ponnada; and the cash award of Rs. 25,000/- was handed over by Sri. Manikkoth
Madhavadev, Treasurer of Insight.

Bi-monthly Seminars/Classes were conducted at Little Flower College, Palakkad, on the second
Saturdays of January, April, June, September, October and December of 2018. (The classes in February
had to be preponed and August postponed due to Festivals). Insight also continued the Monthly Film Show
Programme started from September, 2017.

A 30-minute documentary film, ‘ Ardrashadananam’, was produced by Insight this year, on the life of late
Shadananan Anikkath, who was an accomplished artist who excelled in drawing, painting, sculpture,
magazine illustration, etc. and committed political activist while engaged in farming, teaching and
organizing performers and performances in folk art theatre of Palakkad, like Porattukali. Sri. Farooq
Abdul Rahiman, the award winning film director, was the director. Insight spent an amount of around Rs.
300,000 for producing this documentary, without any sponsorship. The first screening was during the First
International Documentary Festival in February, 2018.

Insight also made 6 short films during 2018, including two films in UAE, and K.V. Vincent, Festival
Director, made 40 Haiku Films with the assistance from Insight members, without incurring any
substantial expenditure.

Before I conclude this summary of the report of the activities of Insight during 2018, I take this
opportunity, on behalf of Insight Team, to thank all who supported Insight and cooperated with its
activities, especially the two international festivals organized successfully in 2018.
